He was noted for his combustion engineering talents throughout the
world, and developed six patents for Pratt & Whitney and NASA. He was
highly instrumental in designing and developing the turbopump for the Space
Shuttle Main Engine. His scientific papers continue to be consulted. He had a
great talent for explaining complicated concepts to people outside his field.
George adored his sons and volunteered in their activities — coaching soccer,



going on camping trips with the Boy Scouts, volunteering as band
photographer for the Jupiter High School Band, and mentor for the Jupiter
High School Debate Team.

Lutheran Church.
